singing. Some dance, but nothing extensive. 

Sam (Frenchie) Marx: The boy’s father. A lousy tailor but nice guy 

Al Shean: Minnie’s brother. Famous vaudevillian. Rich and show-bizzy. 

Maxie: Vaudeville drag performer     E.F. Albee: Vaudeville impresario
